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Competitions Disqualification Policy

1. The Competitions Officer may disqualify a student or team in accordance with section 2 where the Competitions Officer is satisfied that that student or team has:

a) committed a serious breach of the Rules of a competition; 

b) engaged in unbecoming conduct, including but not limited to:

i) breach of the University Statutes;

ii) breach of the Faculty of Law Rules;

iii) breach of the Library Rules;

iv) failure to respect the authority of a judge or magistrate;

v) interference with another student or team’s preparation for a competition; 

vi) unethical or unprofessional conduct; or

c) failed to attend a scheduled competition, without reasonable excuse;

d) arrived late for a scheduled competition, without reasonable excuse;

e) withdrawn from a competition five days or fewer before the date on which that student or team was scheduled to compete, without reasonable excuse; or

f) registered for a competition under the false pretence of being a Financial Ordinary Member of the Blackstone Society.

2. The Competitions Officer may disqualify a student or team from any competition or competitions, for a period of up to eighteen months.

3. The Competitions Officer may at any time review a disqualification made in accordance with this policy, on written application signed by the student or team the subject of the disqualification.

4. All questions concerning the interpretation of this Policy must be submitted to the Competitions Officer for determination. 

5. The Competitions Officer may at any time determine such amendments or additions to this Policy or other measures as may be necessary or convenient for the efficient organisation, administration or conduct of the competitions.

6. Subject to section 3, all disqualifications and determinations made by the Competitions Officer in accordance with this Policy will be final and conclusive and binding on all competitors.
