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Right after the devastation of World War II, to  make the future state of Japanese society infallible and strive for the realization of peace throughout the entire international community, Osaka Junior Chamber, Inc. (archaic name for Junior Chamber International Osaka) was founded in 1950 as the second Junior Chamber in Japan. It is with this thought that youth is the root of the value of all sorts.

With a view to public-interest activities, our organization is a gathering of young businessmen from the age of 25 to 40. As the world’s largest Junior Chamber, JCI Osaka currently consists of a membership of 900 members (40 y.o. and under) and 2400 alumni (senior) members, including honorary members and special members. Many our young members as well as our alumni members are active in the front lines in their fields.
Under the 3 principles of JC movement, "Service for society, Leadership Training, 

Friendship among the world", our members are positively tackling with the social issues for the realization of a bright and  affluent society, pushing forward with our many kind of activities ahead of our time,  and improving the qualifications and quality of ourselves as  not only corporate leaders but community leaders.
Above all, it is particularly worth noting that our some special programs have been

carried out for more than two decades. To give actual examples, one is “The Outstanding Young Persons (it is abbreviated to TOYP) Program” and another one is “Wampaku Kids Sumo Competition Program.” The TOYP Program is designed to invite some very outstanding people from overseas and encourage mutual understanding and communications beyond national frameworks. The Wampaku Kids Sumo Competition Program is designed for elementary school children with over 2,500 students in Osaka.
Through our social development movement that ushers in the coming generation, JCI Osaka develops leadership, social responsibility, entrepreneurship, and peer consciousness of youths in order to contribute to the community and the world.
